Tips to follow when reading with your child at home: 

- Encourage lots of discussion about different books and authors, e.g. – 
“What do you like about the book?” “Which story did you like the most 
and why?” 

- Find a quiet and calm place to spend some time sharing and enjoying 
books. 

- Takes lots of trips to the library! 
- Has your child understood what they’ve read? Ask them to re-tell the 

story and explain what’s happened during and after reading? 
- Encourage independence – give lots of praise and rewards when your 

child chooses their own books and is keen to share and read them 
to/with you.
